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CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

Can be cleaned and maintained as
follows: brush off, blow off with
compressed air, clean by using a dry
cleaning sponge, damp white cloth or
similar. Heavy soiling or stains may
require a cleaner similar to Resolve
Carpet Cleaner or Spot Shot which
should be used as directed. Bleach can
also be used if needed. Heavily damaged
panels should be replaced.
